It captures the momentous struggle between the antifascist
movement and Golden Dawn which culminated in guilty verdicts for the latter’s lead-
ers and henchmen in 2021. A powerful account of the rise and temporary defeat of
a pernicious phenomenon in a European country. Golden Dawn’s appeal against its
conviction is currently in the courts.
